Behavior
Students in my classes will be working with a MONEY system that rewards good behavior and discourages bad. For instance, students who participate in class, show their work at the board, help other students, etc., will earn math dollars. Students can also earn math dollars by doing specific jobs around the classroom (applications and job postings can be found on the website).
 Students can use math dollars to buy snacks, school supplies, homework or quiz passes, and even pizza. Also, students who find themselves with detention can pay a “BAIL” to get out of it. Math dollars are NOT real money. For more info please see the Math Dollars Price List. 
· Your money is your responsibility. I cannot replace lost or stolen money!
· Do not ask me for math dollars. They will be given to you dependent on your actions.

· Do not ask me in the middle of class to buy things. You will have an opportunity to do so at the end of class.


Entering the Classroom
Students will be expected to have all materials for the class and prepare themselves as quickly as possible for the lesson. This means opening up to a clean sheet in their binder, writing the date, copying the aim, and completing the Opening Activity. 

•Hats are to be removed before entering.  
• Cell phones, cameras, or IPods are not to be seen or heard in the classroom. They will be taken away.
Lateness and Absences

Frequent lateness will have other consequences, such as a call home and/or a meeting with the dean. 
Parents and Guardians: If your child is absent,
 please call the school and have your child bring
 in a note the next day signed by you. 
Bathroom
If you have to leave the room or go to the bathroom, you must raise your hand and ask to do so. Students must sign the Sign In/Sign Out notebook and get a pass from me before they leave the room. Each bathroom trip costs $2 math dollars.  Students will not be allowed to leave the room during the first 10 or last 10 minutes of a period. Students will not be allowed to leave during the 1st and 8th periods. 
Jobs
Students will be able to apply for jobs that will earn them math dollars. Please check the website for more info.

Class Materials 

These are required for every class and should be brought to class within the first week.

Homework

You should expect homework EVERY NIGHT. Students will complete assignments on time, in the HOMEWORK section of their binder. It will be checked and graded based on completion. Homework assignments will be collected randomly at least two times a week to be graded.
Pens/Pencils 

There will be a pencil and pen “bank” on my desk. STUDENTS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO GET UP OUT OF THEIR SEAT WITHOUT PERMISSION. If you need a pen or sharpened pencil, raise your hand and I will allow you to borrow one from the bank in exchange for your ID card. You can also use math dollars to borrow or buy pencils. 

Exams

A test will be given at the end of each chapter and unit. Students can correct incorrect answers after a test has been graded for a maximum of 20 points added onto their original grade. Students must return graded tests SIGNED, THE DAY AFTER THEY HAVE BEEN GIVEN OUT.
